Tuesday, December 1st. 

 
We will again be 
collecting canned 

and/or packaged goods to be delivered to 
People's Pantry in Great Barrington to help the 
growing population of food insecure people in 
South County. The last food drive resulted in 

over 2800 pounds of  
donated food going to People's Pantry, Otis 

Food Pantry and South Congregational Church.
